Our authors, storytellers, and artists bring traditional knowledge to life in 
a way that is accessible to readers both familiar and unfamiliar with Inuit 
culture and traditions.

     	 Incorporated in 2006, Inhabit Media was born out of a need  
for Nunavut kids to see their culture accurately represented in the 
books they read in schools. We have spent the last ten years working 
with Elders and storytellers from across the Canadian Arctic to ensure 
that the region’s unique Inuit oral history is recorded and not lost to 
future generations. 
	 Many of the stories that we publish have never been written 
down before, having existed for centuries as tales passed orally from 
generation to generation. While many of these stories are ancient, we 
work closely with Elders, contemporary Inuit writers, and illustrators the 
world over to present folktales and traditional stories in a format that 
will resonate with modern audiences across North America. Our books 
do not simply provide a glimpse into Inuit culture; they also represent 
the preservation of oral history and traditional knowledge that may 
otherwise have been lost, in a format that contemporary readers will 
find engaging, entertaining, and informative.

Whether picked from the tundra or from a 
farmer’s field, whether blueberries, crowberries, 
or strawberries, and whether served with a side 
of bannock or a side of ice cream, berry picking 
gets families out on the land together gathering 
the delicious fruits of the season. 
 
And there is nothing more delicious than that!

Sarabeth Holden lives in Toronto with her husband, 
Sean, and their sons, Raymond and Jackson. The 
whole family loves to spend time outside and 
go on adventures. When they’re not outside, 
Sarabeth enjoys singing made-up songs to make 
things like diaper changes and face wiping a 
little more bearable so they can get back to 
the things they love: blowing raspberries, having 
kitchen dance parties, and reading stories.

This Inuit legend, shared by Sanikiluaq Elder Lisi 
Kavik-Mickiyuk as a bilingual story, explains the 

origins of a unique location outside of Sanikiluaq, 
Nunavut. 
 
On a hill outside the community, it is said that 
ghostly dog growls can be heard. The Inuktitut 
name for the hill, Qalinguluk, means “a place 
where you can sometimes hear dogs growling.” 
In this book, readers will learn about the origin of 
these mysterious dogs and how they came to be 
associated with this hill.
 
Watercolour illustrations by long-time Sanikiluaq 
resident Margaret Lawrence give an authentic 
feeling of this distinctive place.

Lisi Kavik-Mickiyuk was born in South Camp on 
the Belcher Islands and now lives in Sanikiluaq. 
She is married with four children and four 
grandchildren. She enjoys camping, berry 
picking, boating, and reading.

Margaret Lawrence is an educator and artist. She 
was born in Japan and moved to the Canadian 
Arctic in 1980, first to Frobisher Bay (now Iqaluit) 
and then to Sanikiluaq in 1988, where she began 
teaching. She has spent more than half her life 
in the Canadian Arctic, seeing much change in 
the community over that time period. She has 
been fortunate to learn from four generations of 
Qikiqtarmiut, the people of the community she 
calls home.

Margaret Lawrence is an educator and 
artist.   She was born in Japan and moved to 
Sanikiluaq, Nunavut, in 1988, where she began 
teaching. She has spent more than half her life in 
the Canadian Arctic, seeing much change in the 
community over that time period. She has been 
fortunate to learn from four generations of 
Qikiqtarmiut, the people of the community she calls 
home.

Sanikiluaq, Nunavut, has a long history of Inuit artistic output. But as the demand for stone 
carvings grew, grass basket sewing—once a traditional skill for Inuit women in the 

community—faded from the community consciousness. That was until a group of women, 
including educator and artist Margaret Lawrence, came together to renew the lost art of 

basket sewing. 
 

In Our Hands Remember: Recovering Sanikiluaq Basket Sewing, Lawrence guides readers 
through creating their own grass baskets in the unique style of the Sanikiluaq region with
