Our authors, storytellers, and artists bring traditional knowledge to life in 
a way that is accessible to readers both familiar and unfamiliar with Inuit 
culture and traditions.

     	 Incorporated in 2006, Inhabit Media was born out of a need  
for Nunavut kids to see their culture accurately represented in the 
books they read in schools. We have spent the last ten years working 
with Elders and storytellers from across the Canadian Arctic to ensure 
that the region’s unique Inuit oral history is recorded and not lost to 
future generations. 
	 Many of the stories that we publish have never been written 
down before, having existed for centuries as tales passed orally from 
generation to generation. While many of these stories are ancient, we 
work closely with Elders, contemporary Inuit writers, and illustrators the 
world over to present folktales and traditional stories in a format that 
will resonate with modern audiences across North America. Our books 
do not simply provide a glimpse into Inuit culture; they also represent 
the preservation of oral history and traditional knowledge that may 
otherwise have been lost, in a format that contemporary readers will 
find engaging, entertaining, and informative.

His brother, Zebede Tulugaq 
Evaluardjuk-Fournier, illustrated Jamesie’s last two 
projects with Inuit Art Quarterly. Jamesie was the 
guest author at the 2018 and 2020 Northwords 
Writers Festivals and a runner-up for the 2018 Sally 
Manning Award for Indigenous Creative Non-
Fiction. He lives in Thebacha/Fort Smith between 
Salt River First Nation, Smith’s Landing First Nation, 
and the South Slave Métis Nation.

Faiza Khan is a Pakistani-Canadian animator 
and designer based in Toronto, Ontario, and 
a recent graduate of the Animation Program 
at Seneca College. She loves spending every 
second of free time she has either crocheting or 
watching Bob’s Burgers.

Since completing her 
bachelor of education in 2013, Miali has taught 
elementary students and adult learners in person 
and online. In 2018, Miali created the first Inuktitut 
podcast, called Tusaavisii?. Being Different is Miali’s 
first book. 

Alex Aldrich Barrett was born in Philadelphia and 
now works from Los Angeles. She studied painting 
and printmaking at The Cooper Union in New York, 
and began her career illustrating for magazines 
and animating for independent films. She loves 
traditional media and works mainly with charcoal, 
gouache, and ink on thick rolls of paper.

Together with Louise 
Flaherty and Danny Christopher, Neil started 
Inhabit Media Inc., and has since been working to 
promote Northern stories and authors.

Jaypeetee Arnakak is a linguist, translator, and 
educator. He spent many years as a policy 
analyst specializing in Inuit culture, language, and 
education issues. He has also adapted several 
traditional Inuit stories into children’s storybooks. 

Kagan McLeod has been illustrating for magazines, 
newspapers, and design firms since 1999, after 
graduating from Sheridan College’s illustration 
program.
